Driving Directions
The Center is located on the top floor of the First United Methodist 
Church.  The entrance and parking lot are located off Holly Lane.

From the East:  Take I90W/OH-2W toward Toledo. Take OH-57 S 
exit (Exit 145A) toward Elyria, Merge onto Lorain Blvd. Turn left 
onto Lake Ave. Lake Ave becomes West Avenue. Turn left onto 
Holly Lane. Parking is behind the First United Methodist Church.

From the West:  Take I90E/OH-2E toward Cleveland. Take OH-57 S 
exit, Exit 145A toward Elyria. Merge onto Lorain Blvd. Turn left 
onto Lake Ave. Lake Ave becomes West Avenue. Turn left onto 
Holly Lane. Parking is behind the First United Methodist Church.

From the Southeast:  Take I480W/10W/20W to Rt. 57 exit. Turn  
right and take 57 North. Turn Left at East Broad Street. Turn left  
at Middle Avenue. Turn right at Holly Lane. Parking is behind the 
First United Methodist Church.

 From the Southwest:  Take 10E/20E to Grafton Road exit. Turn  
left and take Grafton Road North. Grafton Road becomes East 
Avenue. Follow East Avenue North, turn left onto 4th Street. Turn 
right onto Middle Avenue. Turn left onto Holly Lane. Parking is 
behind the First United Methodist Church.
